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Message from the Founder

For quite some time, numerous large and prestigious universities in the United States have
actively promoted the selection of qualified undergraduate students to study abroad for an academic
year. Annually more than 200,000 college students on average in the United States join study abroad
programs. In implementing such study abroad projects, most universities in the United States seek to
instill in their students a sense of cultural sensitivity, as well as knowledge of how to be responsible
global citizens. The majority of universities around the world now value internationalization as a very
important part of their blueprint for development. Participation in study abroad programs has become
an essential element of these universities.

At Tamkang University(TKU), the Junior Year Study Abroad program helps our students broaden
their horizons and understanding of the world. Moreover, the experience also teaches our students
how to reflect on their own culture and thus better understand themselves and appreciate their
own country. Plainly speaking, Study Abroad at Tamkang teaches students more about the world
and themselves. The program also enables our students to enhance their knowledge through active
learning. In a word, the experience enables our students to better understand and develop their
individual gifts and potentials for learning. Acceleration of intellectual development and maturation of
social skills are generally seen as key outcomes of studying abroad. These outcomes help students to
better interpret their world, both at home and abroad.

During the reign of the Roman Emperor Augustus two thousand years ago, the poet Horace wrote
this famous adage: caelum non animum mutant qui trans mare currunt. In advising an itinerant friend, Horace
said that those who travel across the seas see the change of the weather above their heads but not their
soul. Harry R. Lewis, the Dean of Harvard College cited these words in his remarkable book on higher
education Excellence without A Soul: Does Liberal Education Have a Future. As Lewis sought to emphasize,
we cannot measure a student's progress only based on external facts; the internal factors are equally
important. Thus, TKU places great value on providing students at TKU with as many opportunities as
possible to grow intellectually and become mature, responsible persons.

Thus, carrying on the spirit of the Total Quality Management (TQM) and following the principle of
Plan-Do-Check-Act (PDCA), Tamkang University now conducts on-line guidance to help students meet
the requirements for our study abroad programs. We also rely on web-based resources and support
to supervise the status of our students' learning while overseas. Beyond this, we annually collect and
publish the reflections of all recently returned students from the Junior Year Study Abroad program.
These published volumes continue to substantially help students learn from the experiences of their
older schoolmates. They also serve as treasured remembrances for those students who spent their
junior year abroad. Today, | sincerely encourage all students who are now departing for their study
abroad programs to make the best use of such golden opportunities by studying hard. This is my
earnest expectation.

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A Word from the President

Tamkang University was established in 1950. At the time, it was the only junior college of English
in Taiwan. Its curriculum is based on the far-sighted “Triple Objectives of Education,” a concept
espoused by the Founder of TKU, Dr. Clement C. P. Chang, which refers to education with three main
emphases: “Globalization, Information-oriented Education, and Future-oriented Education.” In
1968, TKU concluded a sister-school agreement with Chuo Gakuin University in Japan, turning a new
page in the chapter of globalization. Subsequently, in 1994, the first international mobility program for
domestic juniors to study abroad was established.

In 1994, TKU framed the Guidelines for Tamkang University Students Earning Credits Overseas,
and in 1999 set up a dedicated administrative sector to systematically promote matters related to
international exchange. In 2007, this sector was upgraded and a Vice President for International Affairs
was added, working to oversee and strengthen TKU’ s ties with its international partners. All of this
clearly reflects the central role of globalization among TKU’ s development goals.

In 2015, the Ministry of Education held a pilot assessment program aimed at enhancing
the standard of internationalization at Taiwanese universities. The program incorporated two
mechanisms for evaluating the university’ s level of internationalization: a self-evaluation carried
out by the university in question, and an on-site campus assessment performed by commissioners
from the program. During the assessments, five accreditation metrics were used to measure service
quality, including 1) The objectives and characteristics of the school’ s international development; 2)
The learning support offered to international students; 3) The human and administrative resources
allocated to internationalization at the university; 4) The internationalization of the campuses and the
university website; and 5) Its level of international cooperation and exchange. At the conclusion of the
assessment, Tamkang University received an award for Excellence in Internationalization and High-
Quality Service, thus becoming a role model for internationalization among Taiwanese universities.

Tamkang University currently has 284 sister universities spread across 5 continents and 45
countries. Every year, juniors are selected to study at one of TKU’ s overseas sister universities,
with a total of 9,516 students taking up the challenge to date. In the 2024-2025 academic year, 398
TKU students have travelled to 114 universities in 23 countries to pursue exchange studies abroad.
Meanwhile, over 1,457 students from 61 countries are currently studying at Tamkang University, and
more international dual-degree programs are being added by the year. At present, we offer 45 such
collaborative programs with 29 universities in 9 countries.

In 2018, TKU instituted the Tamkang Clement and Carrie Chair, a legacy project established by
the late Founder of Tamkang University, Dr. Clement C. P. Chang, and his wife, Carrie Chang. Each
year under the project, TKU invites numerous internationally-renowned scholars - luminaries in their
respective fields - to come to Tamkang University and deliver topical lectures, hold intensive short-
term courses, and conduct joint research initiatives. To date, we have invited 35 internationally-
renowned scholars. Such projects help elevate TKU’ s international standing and grow its academic
prestige. In the future, we will continue to hold “local internationalized events” so as to broaden
students’ international perspectives and heighten their cross-cultural awareness, thereby reaching
our goal of achieving “glocalization” and our ultimate vision of creating a TKU global village:

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Preface

Tamkang University’ s goals for academic development are to embrace globalization and to
act and contribute internationally. TKU’ s evolution into an international university came through a
series of well-thought-out steps. First, it was established as the Tamkang English College, Taiwan’ s
first private institute of higher education to offer tuition in English (1950). Subsequently, after officially
becoming a university, it inaugurated a College of Foreign Languages. It later also built a College of
International Studies, which was the first of its kind in Taiwan. In 1999, TKU introduced the Office
of International and Cross-Strait Affairs, to more actively carry out its policy of globalization and
strengthen its overall competitiveness. In the academic year of 2007, the Office of the Vice President for
International Affairs was established, to oversee and promote all TKU matters relating to globalization.
In the 2011 academic year, in response to the burgeoning development of cross-strait affairs, the
Office of International Exchanges and International Education was expanded and reorganized into
the " Office of International and Cross-Strait Affairs(OICSA) " which includes the "International and
Cross-Strait Exchange Section” and the "International and Mainland Student Guidance Section". On
December 7, 2023, the " International Foundation Program” was newly established and is also under
the jurisdiction of the Office of International and Cross-Strait Affairs.

The fruits of these efforts have been profound. Each year, TKU hosts a number of international
conferences. It actively seeks to attract overseas students, broaden opportunities for academic
exchange and joint research, and promote jointly-held dual degree programs. It also holds numerous

‘Tamkang Clement and Carrie Chair’ , ‘Tamkang Chair’ lectures and courses, offers online distance
learning courses, subsidizes faculty participation in international conferences and study tours to sister
universities abroad, and organizes regular cultural activities for its international students. Each year,
TKU also screens and selects local students, who go abroad and take credited courses that count
toward their TKU degree. The number of TKU students studying abroad consistently exceeds that of
all other Taiwanese universities. In 2014, TKU was honored with the Exceptional Quality International
Programs Award and recognized as a model University for international education.

In the future we wish to implement a more globalized educational system, establish
partnerships with diversified sister schools, hoist the quality of the international environment on
campus, increase enrollment of overseas students, promote local and overseas students interaction,
create a platform for students to become more competitive on an international level. Our hope is for
TKU to become a global village.

Tamkang university has established student exchange programs with 176 sister universities. The
program operates on a reciprocal basis that exchange students pay tuition to their home university
and are exempt from tuition fees at the host university. Students can transfer credits earned at sister
universities to their home university for credit recognition.

In the first semester of 2024-2025 academic year, 145 incoming exchange students from 59 sister
universities in 18 countries studied at TKU, while in the econd semester, 97 students from 44 universities
in 20 countries studied at TKU. During the same academic year, 166 TKU outgoing exchange students
studied at 81 sister universities in 23 countries in the first semester, and 143 TKU outgoing exchange
students at 69 sister universities in 22 countries in the second semester.

TKU was the first university in Taiwan to establish the “Junior Year Study Abroad
Program”. Each year TKU selects and sends junior students abroad for one-year study.
9,516 students have studied at TKU’ s sister universities since then, and credits taken
overseas are recognized by Tamkang University. The one-year study abroad program has
become a requirement for all juniors in the English-taught programs of the Department of
Computer Science and Information Engineering, the Department of International Business,
the Department of Politics and Economics and the Department of International Tourism
Management. It is also a popular choice for many of the students in the College of Foreign
Languages and Literature and other colleges at TKU. The program is also open to M.A. and
Ph.D. students at TKU.

The total number of TKU students studying overseas in the academic year of 2024-2025 was
398. Such students study at 114 universities in 23 countries.

It is expected that the number of students studying abroad will reach above 329 in the
academic year of 2025-2026. Such students will study at 103 universities in 22 countries.

In recent years, the Taiwanese government has actively promoted policies to encourage
overseas students to study in Taiwan and stay for work after graduation. However,
understanding work regulations and qualifications, and finding a suitable job, can still be
challenging. At Tamkang University, overseas students don’ t have to worry. The Office of
International and Cross-Strait Affairs (OICSA) regularly organizes recruitment events, legal
information sessions, and offers free skill training courses. These activities help students
prepare before entering the job market by improving their abilities and building confidence.

To help overseas students better understand the job market and improve their career
skills during their studies, Tamkang University will hold several events during the 2024-2025
academic year: one company visit, one international student job fair, two recruitment info
sessions, and four skill-building workshops. In addition, we worked with the Hong Kong
Alumni Association to organize a seminar that explained Taiwan’ s work regulations and
Points System (Scoring Criteria). We encourage overseas students to take internships while
studying and hope they can successfully find a job in Taiwan after graduation.
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Kaleidoscope of International Cultures
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A total of 6 sessions were held in the 2024-2025 school year, with about 200
participants. The themes of this school year include: introductions to South Africa, India,
Palau, Uzbekistan, Germany, Serbia, Latvia, Spain, Iran, the Philippines and Russia. In
addition to being held at our school, we also shared foreign cultures with DengKong
Elementary School and Xinxing Elementary School in the Tamsui community to enrich the
international vision of elementary school children in the Tamsui area.

Through each wonderful sharing, we have gained a lot. “Reading thousands of books
and traveling thousands of miles” is an eternal truth. Young students need to go out more,
see the outside world, be brave to accept various challenges and improve their abilities in all
aspects. It is a beautiful memory and a valuable experience. We hope that the International
Culture Kaleidoscope sharing events will help students step out of Tamkang, embrace the
world, and face the future.

During every festival, the Office of International and Cross-Strait Affairs organizes
celebratory events and invites overseas students to experience traditional Taiwanese
culture. On Dragon Boat Festival, for example, glutinous rice dumplings are prepared,
offering overseas students the chance to sample one of Taiwan’ s culinary specialties.
During Mid-Autumn Festival, students gather to feast on mooncakes and have fun painting
pomelos. Meanwhile, during the winter solstice party, students get to taste warm tangyuan
soup. And Overseas Students Lunar New Year banquet saw a gathering of more than 300
students who came together to celebrate. The dazzling student performances and lottery
draws infused the event with a lively, spirited atmosphere.
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Overseas Student Club Activities
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A total of seven region-based TKU clubs were formed by overseas Chinese students and
international students. They include the Malaysian Student Association, Hong Kong & Macau
Student Association, Foreign Student Association, Indonesian Student Association, and the
Lion Dance, Japanese Student Association, and Korean Student Association. There is also
a club comprising Taiwanese students called the Volunteers of International Service, which
aims to increase interaction between local and overseas students.

At the beginning of each semester, the clubs organize orientation programs and
provide services, such as club gatherings, airport pick-up services, etc. During the semester,
the clubs organize a variety of activities, including holiday trips, sports activities, career
lectures, cultural exchange and volunteer services.

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While studying in Taiwan, most foreign students hope to travel around the island, to

experience the local customs and learn about the history of different areas. The annual

“Cultural Trip” affords students the chance to do so, as they visit different regions and
gain a first-hand insight into the life and culture of the locals.

This two-day sustainable low-carbon cultural trip led international students to explore
the rich culture and natural beauty of Yilan, Taiwan. Through hands-on experiences,
students learned to incorporate sustainability into everyday life, aligning with the United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The journey began at Congziliao Farm,
where students wore traditional bamboo hats and stepped into the fields to experience the
joy of harvesting green onions. From pulling and washing the scallions to making their own
scallion pancakes, students learned about the concept of "farm to table," promoting SDG
12: Responsible Consumption and Production. The second day focused on walking-based
exploration to further support the low-carbon travel theme. Students visited Jiaoxi Hot
Springs Park and Houdongkeng Waterfall on foot, immersing themselves in Yilan’ s natural
landscape.
